We have lowered the amount on all band fees for 2009-2010.

The Marching Panthers is a successful, competitive ensemble.  While almost everyone can perform in a parade, we do have some alternates for the field show.  Determination of those performing and those in an alternate spot is based on attendance, music learned, attitude, marching ability and marching drill learned.  
To be competitive, we only allow certain number of instruments in each section in order to obtain a well-balanced ensemble.  We have had several students play alternative instruments to better the band sound. 
Please note – If you have an F in any class, you will automatically be an alternate and will not be allowed to travel with the band until the grade becomes passing.   
All Competitive Marching band members need to have MTX Black marching shoes this year for performances.  You can either purchase them yourself at Kidder Music or The Music Shoppe or you can order them through us on the registration form.

Competitive Marching Band Brass Players - - To sound and compete the best, the band assigns many school-owned instruments and equipment for use on the marching field.

Those that do not sign up for Competitive Marching Band will perform at selected football games, assist with the Panther Invitational and perform in a recital with the rest of the students that do not sign up for Competitive Marching Band.
Only students participating in Competitive Marching Band are eligible to go on the Florida trip this year.

FLORIDA TRIP 2009
December 27, 2009 – January 2, 2010

Students participating must have completed the Fall 2009 WCHS Competitive Marching Band Season as a participant.

Tentative plans for the trip include parade performances at Universal Studios and Walt Disney World along with touring of these two destinations.

Cost per student : $975 (based on four to a room)

Parents/family wanting to tour (parents would help serve at chaperones): 

4 to a room = $975 per person

3 to a room = $1045 per person

2 to a room = $1160 per person

1 to a room = $1545 per person

* * note – a parent chaperone can elect to be paired up with another parent chaperone and pay the 2 to a room fee **

Because this is a performance trip, we need to have a minimum amount of students to go as well as a decent instrumentation.   The school board must approve this trip.  Once a bus is full, students will be placed on a waiting list until a certain amount of students sign up (this is to reach a bus capacity that will work with the trip prices (number of students on a bus).

The school requires a minimum number of parent chaperones to go on the trip. Disney’s Magic Music Days organization must also accept the band for performance.  All student debts to the WCHS Band Boosters must be taken care of before a student is allowed to attend on the trip (trip deposits will first go to pay the debt of the student’s Band Account). 

There will be some extra rehearsals in November and December to prepare for the trip.  Last time we performed at The Magic Kingdom on New Years Eve when the crowds at the park neared 80,000 people.
